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Huw Williams, the president of Impact Public Affairs and a past OBJ 
Forty Under 40 recipient, garnered the 2010 Griner Award on account 
of his leading business practices.

The award is the top honour from the Canadian Society of Association 
Executives, and potential recipients must get nominations from a mini-
mum of three associations for the selection process to go forward.

Mr. Williams is the first representative from a public affairs firm to 
receive the award.
