“We are very proud to have our campaign recognized,” said CLA Executive Director Don Butcher. “Our goal was to get kids excited about reading, libraries and space, and the success of the campaign shows that we were effective in conveying this excitement to kids all over Canada.”

The Launch Your Future with Reading Campaign included a national question and essay contest for kids; the creation of a first ever “Space e-Library” housing hundreds of space related titles for children; as well as an awards event attended by Canadian astronaut Steve MacLean, his crew, Parliamentary Secretary to the Minister of Industry Colin Carrie, and a hundred elementary school children. 
Partners in the campaign included the Canadian Space Agency, the Canadian Association of Children’s Librarians (CACL) and Library and Archives Canada.  

Impact Public Affairs President Huw Williams said that Impact hopes to build on this success for its client by making this campaign an annual event.
